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NON-REALISTIC ELEMENTS IN THE RUSSIA
/ “COLLECTIVE WEST” CONFLICT

Abstract: The article examines the Russia / "Collective West” conflict since Vladimir
Putin’s Munich speech at 2007 to last Ukrainian crisis. Using classic conflict theories ex-
pounded by L. Coser, R. Dahrendorf, K. Boulding, L. Kriesberg, the author analyzes the
tendency of the gradual prevalence of the conflict of values over the conflict of interests
in Russia/“Collective West” relations. It opines that the irrationalization of the conflict
makes non-realistic improvements to conflict that loses its previous ontological features,
attachment to a geographical, cultural or political location, and the goals that it manifests
acquire an existential character. The author concludes that only the return of the conflict
to the basic state of the conflict of interests is able to connect peace initiatives with the real
interests of all parties again.
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The discussion about the new architecture of international relations and security,
which was intense during the three decades that followed the collapse of the USSR and the
dissolution of the Warsaw Pact, apparently ended in complete failure. The Ukrainian crisis
is a clear and self-evident sign of the political elites’ inability to negotiate effectively. It is
clear that the conflict in Ukraine is no longer exclusively a conflict within the post-Soviet
space. The involvement of NATO countries and their allies in the conflict, not only polit-
ically and diplomatically, but also militarily, makes this conflict, 60 years after the Cuban
Missile Crisis, one of the most dangerous challenges for all of humanity.

The fact that peace initiatives suffered a complete fiasco in the pre-conflict period
indicates that it is necessary to approach the choice of exit strategies with huge scrupu-
lousness, and the search for a peaceful solution will be extremely difficult. Obviously, we
do not set ourselves the task of proposing a complete and comprehensive algorithm for a
peaceful settlement.
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As Paul D’Anieri argues in a recent book “Ukraine and Russia: From Civilized Divorce
to Uncivil War’, the bases of examined conflict are deep-seated pre-existing disagreements
that could not be bridged, with concerning implications for the resolution of the Ukraine
conflict (D’Anieri, 2019). In this article, we will focus on only one side of the problem,
namely, on its unrealistic components, mainly within Russia position, the minimization
of which, in our opinion, is one of the prerequisites for the effectiveness of the peace pro-
cess. Our analysis is based on conflict theory, through which we hope to provide a clearer
picture of the Ukrainian crisis. We will highlight the main dynamic and static elements of
this conflict, describe its realistic and non-realistic components.

To date, in the Western academic literature, a certain stereotype has emerged about
the main waypoints for changing Russian foreign policy and the path to unexamined crisis.
These are Putin’s Munich speech in 2007 and the “Crimea Reunion” of 2014 that called
“transformational moments in global politics” (Roberts, 2017, p. 28). That is why we will
foremost give a brief analysis of the dynamics of Russia/”Collective West” conflict.

Classical in the theory of conflict is the dynamic model proposed by Ralf Dahrendorf. He
singled out 4 steps: objective bases for the conflict, awareness of interests and reorganization
of the parties, conflict interaction, end of the conflict (establishment of a new status quo).

1. “In every imperatively coordinated group, the carriers of positive and negative
dominance roles determine two quasi-groups with opposite latent interests”

2. “The bearers of positive and negative dominance roles, that is, the members of the
opposing quasi-groups, organize themselves into groups with manifest interests”

3. “Interest groups which originate in this manner are in constant conflict concerned
with the preservation or change in the status quo”

4. “The conflict among interest groups in the sense of this model leads to changes in
the structure of the social relations in question through changes in the dominance
relations” (Dahrendorf, 1958, p. 177-178).

So, the first stage of the conflict is always some kind of abstract inequality. It is quite
easy to imagine that there is such inequality within a certain social system, moreover, the
struggle for the rights of minorities is almost the dominant topic of the social sciences.
On the other side, inequality in an international context tends to remain off the agenda of
mainstream academic discussion.

In other words, the following picture should be seen on the international scene. Some
political events, decisions and so on could frustrate a country or group of countries, as a
rule, with a weak position in the international power distribution system. Therefore, this
case determines two or more quasi-groups with opposite latent interests. Dahrendorf call
them quasi-groups “because we have to do here with mere aggregates, not organized units;
we speak of “latent interests,” because the opposition of outlook need not be conscious on
this level; it may exist only in the form of expectations associated with certain positions”
(Dahrendorf, 1958, p. 178).

It can be safely assumed that the first stage of the examined conflict took quite a long
time and was launched by the collapse of the USSR and the break-up of the Warsaw Pact.
The former architecture of international security, which can be conditionally called the
“Yalta Peace”, was fueled by the energy of confrontation between the two blocs. And if the
Western countries and their allies managed to transfer the totality of their institutions into
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the new reality, then their opponents found themselves on the periphery of international
relations. Moreover, the institutional stability of the Western countries made it possible,
to some extent, to carry out a hidden transformation of the former supporting structures
of international relations, primarily the UN. Thus, inequality appeared, which became the
basis of this conflict. In the case of Russia, which, unlike Western countries, perceived the
collapse of the USSR not as a defeat in the Cold War, but rather as a voluntary rejection
of confrontation, in the first decade of the new unipolar reality, joining a new hegemony
seemed the most expected way out of an unequal situation.

As the New York Times reported on December, 21, 1991 President Boris Yeltsin wrote
to NATO saying Russia hoped to join the alliance sometime in the future. In his letter,
Yeltsin said:

“This will contribute to creating a climate of mutual understanding and trust,
strengthening stability and cooperation on the European continent. We consider these
relations to be very serious and wish to develop this dialogue in each and every direction,
both on the political and military levels. Today we are raising a question of Russia’s mem-
bership in NATO, however regarding it as a long-term political aim” (Friedman, 1991)

Former US president Bill Clinton wrote in The Atlantic in April 2022

“We left the door open for Russia’s eventual membership in NATO, something I
made clear to Yeltsin and later confirmed to his successor, Vladimir Putin’, but conditions
of these was not “to return to ultranationalism, replacing democracy and cooperation
with aspirations to empire, like Peter the Great and Catherine the Great” (Clinton, 2022).

As can be noted, the position of the former president on the events twenty years ago,
expressed at the height of the Ukrainian crisis, even if they can be considered sincere, can
hardly be perceived as harmonious and consistent. As a rule, rational decision-making
should be based on an assessment of current conditions, while a vague and abstract future
is difficult to consider as a realistic basis for taking steps in the present. Moreover, the de-
clared interest, which is to build a friendly democratic regime in Russia, could be achieved
as soon as possible by including Russia in the Western orbit. While its repulsion, obviously,
rather contributes to a return to the past state, which frightens the West.

It would be difficult to say thirty years later how rational were the grounds on which
this position was formed. Nevertheless, it is impossible to deny the unrealistic elements
based on the perception of Russia as fundamentally “Other”. However, during the 1990s,
a partial integration of Russia into Western structures (Council of Europe, NATO-Russia
Founding Act etc.) took place.

It should be warned that in this work we are mainly interested in changing the ap-
proaches of the Russian party. It seems that the position of the West initially contained
distrust of the new Russia, which has only intensified over the years. The start of an open
confrontation and Russia’s retaliatory steps only confirmed the Western side in the cor-
rectness of the initially set guidelines.

In this part, of course, it is necessary to give some assessment of the realism of the
grounds for the unfolding conflict. According to the classical approach of Lewis Coser’s
conflict theory, conflicts can be divided into realistic and non-realistic types.
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“Conlflicts which arise from frustration of specific demands within the relationship
and from estimates of gains of the participants, and which are directed at the presumed
frustrating object, can be called realistic conflicts, insofar as they are means toward a spe-
cific result. Non-realistic conflicts, on the other hand, although still involving interaction
between two or more persons, are not occasioned by the rival ends of the antagonists, but
by the need for tension release of at least one of them. In this case the choice of antagonists
depends on determinants not directly related to a contentious issue and is not oriented
toward the attainment of specific results” (Coser, 1956, p. 49).

As noted above, some elements of unrealism can be found in the Western assessment
of a possible union with Russia. But how realistic were the basic foundations of the new
world order projected by the United States as a whole?

In February 1992, due to efforts of the New York Times, the initial version of the
Defense Planning Guidance for the years 1994-1999, prepared by US Under Secretary of
Defense for Policy Paul Wolfowitz, was reported. This document was given the informal
name “Wolfowitz Doctrine”. Against the backdrop of public expectations of building a new
order based on peacefulness, this document caused a real scandal and was subjected to
severe criticism for its imperialist character. For these reasons, the original design was later
adjusted and softened under the close supervision of U.S. Secretary of Defense Dick Cheney
and Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff Colin Powell before being officially released on
April 16, 1992. Despite the softening of the wording, the main parameters of the US project
for rebuilding the international relations remained unchanged.

“While the United States cannot become the world’s policeman and assume respon-
sibility for solving every international security problem, neither can we allow our critical
interests to depend solely on international mechanisms that can be blocked by countries
whose interests may be very different than our own. Where our allies’ interests are di-
rectly affected, we must expect them to take an appropriate share of the responsibility,
and in some cases play the leading role; but we maintain the capabilities for addressing
selectively those security problems that threaten our own interests” (US National Security
Council, 1992).

Thus, the basis of the long-term US foreign policy plan was an absolutely unrealistic,
ideologically-colored concept of ignoring any interests of other participants in international
relations, including allies in the Western coalition, regardless of any conditions, based on
the status of the United States as the single winner in the Cold War.

As Kenneth Boulding writes, static model of conflict includes the following elements:
parties, behavior unit, behavior space, boundary, of possibilities and some others. According to
Boulding, a party is a behavior unit in the way that any kind of social actors “is some aggregate
or organization that is capable of assuming a number of different positions while retaining a
common identity or boundary” (Boulding, 1963, p. 2). As a matter of fact, the set of parties’
interests associated with behavior unit, behavior space and boundary of possibilities is not
infinite - it has its limits. Some of these interests may be peripheral and become a subject of
trade, but there are also those areas of interests that cannot be violated by the other side without
the risk of a response. However, without any doubt, the “Wolfowitz Doctrine” defined the
whole world as a space of US behavior. At the same time, subjectivity of other nations was lost.
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As Georg Simmel opines, “where conflict is merely a means determined by a superior
purpose, there is no reason to restrict or even avoid it, provided it can be replaced by other
measures which have the same promise of success” (Simmel, 1955, pp. 27-28). It can be con-
cluded that the doctrine of US foreign policy launched immediately after Cold War generally
limited the possibilities of other non-conflict forms of interaction and made confrontation
the main way of achieving goals, even if other ways can be used with the same efficiency.

At the same time, the conservation of some elements of the former international
security architecture created in the bipolar era, where the UN continued to play a leading
role, made it possible to think that American doctrines would remain only a declaration,
but would not become the constitution of a new world order. However, the NATO bombing
of Yugoslavia in 1999, which was outside of any UN Security Council sanction, raised the
question of the impossibility of further parallel coexistence of the two models of interna-
tional relations.

For Russia, the aggression against Yugoslavia was probably one of the first and most
important episodes that led to the revision and then the final rejection of attempts to in-
tegrate into the Western world and the search for a fundamentally different way to change
the status quo. The significance of this event for modern Russian political consciousness is
difficult to overestimate. Two decades after these tragic events, it can be said with certainty
that the unilateral use of force outside of any legal international procedures has become a
signal for the Russian elites and a significant part of the population that the international
reality that has developed spontaneously after the collapse of the USSR is not safe for Russia
and requires its own changes.

According to Dahrendorf, the transition to a new stage of conflict, or in other words
quasi-group transformation to conflict parties, is preceded by awareness of inequality and
dissatisfaction with the existing status quo. Now we can already conclude that the bombing
of Yugoslavia was a radical step towards this awareness.

An equally important step towards conflict interaction is the manifestation of the
conflict. As it is known, even the perception of a situation as a conflict does not necessarily
lead to a transition to an immediate confrontation. The process of forming a state posi-
tion, and even more its open public manifestation, as a rule, requires a significant amount
of time, is characterized by a high degree of inertia, conflicts of interests of various elite
groups, and foreign policy circumstances. That is why, despite the bifurcation point that
occurred in 1999, the interaction between Russia and the West in the first presidential terms
of Putin not only did not decline, but reached a new level after September 11, 2001, for a
short time making Russia not only a NATO partner, but also essentially an ally. The war
against international terrorism that began after 9/11, to some extent, allowed the Russian
political class to continue hoping that their desired integration into the West could still
become a reality. But continued eastward expansion of NATO, especially the inclusion of
the Baltic States in 2002 and “accelerated dialogues” to include Ukraine (2005) and Georgia
(2006), demonstrated to the Russian leadership that the West’s course of ignoring Russia’s
legitimate interests is unshakable.

As mentioned above, one of the main milestones in the confrontation between Russia
and the collective West is Putin’s Munich speech on February 10, 2007, which, in the context
of the dynamic model we have chosen, can be called a manifestation of the conflict. In this
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speech it is possible to detect the unrealistic elements that have so saturated the conflict
discourse at the present time (Putin, 2007).

Fifteen years later, a drastic difference can be found between the language used by
Putin and the declarations of the conflict parties that can be heard today.

First of all, Putin stressed the problem of inequality in international relations.

“However, what is a unipolar world? However one might embellish this term, at the
end of the day it refers to one type of situation, namely one centre of authority, one centre
of force, one centre of decision-making. It is a world in which there is one master, one
sovereign. And at the end of the day this is pernicious not only for all those within this
system, but also for the sovereign itself because it destroys itself from within”.

Secondly, he named the main threats to the security of Russia and the world as a whole:

- “independent legal norms are, as a matter of fact, coming increasingly closer to one
state’s legal system”

- “obvious stagnation in the disarmament issue”

- “the militarisation of outer space”

- “expanding elements of the anti-missile defence system to Europe”

- “expansion of NATO”

- “increasing social tension in depressed regions inevitably results in the growth of
radicalism, extremism, feeds terrorism and local conflicts” and so on

Thirdly, the President introduced the steps that Russia proposed and took:

- “reduced nuclear strategic missile capabilities”

- “prepared a project for an agreement on the prevention of deploying weapons in
outer space”

- “put forward the initiative to establish international centres for the enrichment of
uranium’

And finally, Putin showed a model for the future development, which should ensure
international security and prosperity.

“And we must proceed by searching for a reasonable balance between the interests of
all participants in the international dialogue. Especially since the international landscape
is so varied and changes so quickly - changes in light of the dynamic development in a
whole number of countries and regions”.

Did Putin refer to unrealistic positions in his speech? Surprising, but he did not. This
speech did not contain any mention of the existential, spiritual and inevitable confrontation
between Russia and the West. Moreover, on the contrary, he criticizes Western partners
for “bloc thinking” Actually, he accused the fact that the decisions western elites made
have been based on stereotypical, unrealistic ideas about Russia, which should be left in
the past, as something that diverts and hinders the construction of a fair architecture of
international security. Moreover, it is difficult to detect any elements of hate speech in the
text. For instance, he uses such expressions as “we are engaged in consultations with our
American friends”.

Therefore, it could be clearly concluded that Putin’s Munich speech that in today’s
discourse is interpreted as “declaration of war” does not really look something like that.
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Rather, this manifestation looks rather soft. It does not imply the confrontation as the gen-
eral way of resolving contradictions. It seems strange, but none of the manifested threats to
Russia’s security looks like a stumbling block. For each of them could be found a balance
of interests. This shows even more clearly how deep and painful the transformation of the
reflection of the Russian ruling class in relations with the West was.

The Ukrainian political crisis of 2013-2014 became a milestone, a transition from
the stage of manifestation to the stage of conflict actions. While one party, the “collective
West”, acted within the framework of the status quo (inequality), the other party, Russia,
actively took steps to change this one. And although it was only about signing the economic
part of the association with the EU, for the Russian leadership this certainly meant only
the beginning of Ukraine’s European integration, the result of which would inevitably be
NATO entry. It is essential to note that Putin was asked at Munich:

“Would you acknowledge that this phenomenon is, in practice, not expansion but
rather the self-determination of democratic states which want this? And that NATO finds
it difficult to accept states that do not declare this readiness?”

There is no doubt that a coup carried out by force with the financial and political
support of the West can hardly be called a “self-determination of democratic states”. As
Andrew Wilson calculated “in February, when Kyiv was already in flames and people were
dying in its streets in the name of the Euro-integration, the support for this integration
across Ukraine was no higher than 41%” (Wilson, 2014, p. 150).

It is not necessary to detail the whole sequence of the conflict in Ukraine: the coup,
“Crimea and Russia reunion”, “Donbass war”, the Minsk agreements, “special military op-
eration”. It is important how Putin’s message to Western partners has changed. Definitely
in “Crimean speech” March, 19, 2014 the conflict rhetoric is getting tougher.

“And all this while Russia strived to engage in dialogue with our colleagues in the
West. We are constantly proposing cooperation on all key issues; we want to strengthen
our level of trust and for our relations to be equal, open and fair. But we saw no reciprocal
steps. On the contrary, they have lied to us many times, made decisions behind our backs,
placed us before an accomplished fact” (Putin, 2014).

In addition, it is absolutely heating up on February 24, 2022:

“Sure, one often hears that politics is a dirty business. It could be, but it shouldn’t
be as dirty as it is now, not to such an extent. This type of con-artist behaviour is contrary
not only to the principles of international relations but also and above all to the generally
accepted norms of morality and ethics. Where is justice and truth here? Just lies and
hypocrisy all around” (Putin, 2022).

You may notice that as the conflict unfolds, the share of value components increases at
the expense of the rational agenda based on interests. This value revolution has two levels:
foreign policy and domestic political. It is possible to agree only partially with this opinion
that after the USSR collapse, a vacuum of values was formed in Russia (Rywkin, 2014). It
is quite difficult to imagine a country, no matter what crisis it is in, in which there is no
ideology at all. So, the ideology associated with the interests of big Russian business, which
differed little from the neoliberal course of Western countries, was dominant in Russia.
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As mentioned, even after the democratic reforms in Russia, the Western elites remained
distrustful of Russia as an “eternal Other”, whose value originality would again lead Him to
challenge the West. Apparently, subsequent events seem to confirm these fears. However,
there are doubts about this. It is still difficult to draw an unambiguous conclusion, but it
seems that the situation is reversed. The conflict with the West led the Russian elites to
the necessity to search for an alternative ideological construction, naturally based on the
renaissance of previous experience, in order to provide value reinforcement and explain
this conflict to internal and external target groups.

There are two reasons for this. Firstly, despite the fact that for many years millions of
Russians were isolated from the decision-making process, the pressure of sanctions and the
subsequent deterioration in the living standards of people naturally required cosmetic changes
in the mode of interaction between government and society. Actually, when the potential
victims of risk are not involved in the decision-making process, they refuse to share the
consequences, despite the fact that they will be overtaken one way or another (Aleinikov &
Sunami, 2022). The change in the conflict regime from diplomatic negotiations to economic
warfare, and then armed struggle, forced the political elites to ask the population for help.

Obviously, rational interests will not become a platform for uniting the government
and the people, due to the obvious isolation of the bulk of the population from the economic
interests of big Russian capital. Therefore, value motives were put at the basis of consolidation.

Secondly, the Russian elites realized that if the neoliberal ideology allowed them, at
the first stage to redistribute public property in their favor and then politically consolidate
the results of privatization at the next, for Western partners the neoliberal values of the
free market, corporatism of capital and private property are not unshakable and therefore
cannot give guarantees against “corporate raid”

Crimean events made the search for value prospects particularly relevant. Now these
perspectives are a mix of completely different and sometimes contradictory ideological
concepts: conservative, socialist, liberal. It can hardly be considered a complete well-founded
ideology but collection of stories. Liberal ideas of rights and freedoms, right-wing conserv-
ative ideas of the Russian white emigration, and communist ideas of social justice coexist
side by side in it. It reminds the well-known phenomenon of the “catch all party” and has the
same goal - to be equally attractive to a wide variety of ideological groups. At the same time,
the heterogeneity of this ideological construction makes real supporters of a conservative,
nationalist, liberal or communist scenario look at state efforts with suspicion. The reason
for this distrust is that the “war with the West” basically do not lead to a real reformatting of
social relations in Russia, their economical basis remained the same, focused on the inter-
ests of private big capital. Therefore, for groups for whom ideology is indeed an important
element, it seems that the actions of the elites are something like “game in ideology”, but not
an obligation to make decisions based on ideologically colored nationally oriented goals.

The ideological foundation of the external conflict against the West has such defects.
However, no matter whether this ideology is weak or strong, it affects the conflict in the
same negative way.

According to Lewis Coser “the consciousness of speaking for a super individual “right”
or system of values reinforces each party’s intransigence, mobilizing energies that would
not be available for mere personal interests and goals” (Coser, 1956, p. 112).
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Value based conflict perception “leads to an inelastic position in conflict interaction,
and ultimately to the antagonistic nature of the controversial issue, because the represent-
atives of cultural or confessional interests do not consider themselves sufficiently free in
terms of concessions and compromises” (Strebkov & Sunami, 2014, p. 207).

At the same time, it is important to keep in mind that the strengthening of the value
component in the conflict of interests or their total transformation into a conflict of values,
which for conflictologists, as a rule, means at the same time unreality increasing, does not
mean at all that these actions of the parties are irrational. As Coser notes, it is useful to
hate the opponent. “If affective energy can be added to the purely realistic motivation for
struggle, it is likely to strengthen the parties to the conflict” (Coser, 1956, p. 58).

But what makes the conflict of values more difficult to manage compared to the conflict
of interests? Let us turn to the model proposed by Kenneth Boulding in his book “Conflict
and Defence. A General Theory” (Boulding, 1963, p. 10). Figure 1 shows a standard conflict
of interest. Areas A1 and A2 are behavior spaces of two parties. Boundaries of these two
spaces are possibility boundaries. Each point within the intersection area (C) represents a
state that is open for both parties. Area P within the dotted line is a set of totally exclusive
states (if one party is within this area, other party is excluded from it). Figure 2 shows the
same conflict, but only with the maximum value component grown. As a result, area P
occupies the entire intersection space. Ultimately, such a conflict for each party becomes
reduced to an all-or-nothing alternative. Thus, the theoretical model shows that the inclusion
of a value component can limit the trade space, sometimes reducing it to zero.

This transformation can be found in external changes of the conflict, such as:

« agenda (clear/unclear);

« strategy (compromise/confrontation);

« boundaries between opponents (transparent/non-transparent);

o perception of Other (opponent/enemy);

« speech of manifestation (peace/hate);

« response to frustration (inclusiveness/isolation);

« self-identification (diffusive/controversial) and so on.

Examined conflict confirms this idea. As it can be seen, the first manifestation of
conflict in Munich looked like a negotiating plan contained a number of clear-defined is-
sues and forms of de-escalation. But some years later, it is difficult to find any trade-ability
issue in Putin’s message to the West. What was conflict of interest soon became existential
antagonistic conflict of values. When both sides strongly believe that cooperation between
them is totally impossible, it seems to be really bad signal for all peaceful initiatives.

As arule, the standard recommendation is that conflicts of interest need to be cleared
of ideological layers in order to be able to move on the agenda again. But the real conflict
resolution practice shows the impossibility of returning to the previous stage of the conflict
exactly as it was. The parties are always influenced by previous experience. The position and
behavior patterns of the actors that returned to the pre-conflict stage will be determined
by the experience that they received when they engaged in combat (Kriesberg, 1973). That
distrust and disappointment obtained by the parties after Munich will not allow returning
to the Munich agenda. Russia is no longer demonstrating concern over individual security
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treaties. Russian officials claim that the goal of the West is the “Final Solution to the Russian
Question”. It is unlikely that grounds for negotiations can be found here.

But is it possible to transform at least some of unrealistic elements? Unfortunately,
at present this seems to be a distant, albeit inevitable prospect. A necessary condition for
this should be the achievement of such a balance of power in the battlefield that both sides
consider acceptable to themselves. Due to the fact that both parties believe it is still possible
to improve their starting positions for future negotiations, further escalation of the conflict
is seen as the main scenario in the short-term forecast.

It is time to recall that a key feature of Russia / “Collective West” conflict is inequality.
But for a long time, Russian elites refused to believe in inequality as a “bearing structure”
of post-Cold War order. They sincerely thought that it is actually some kind of bluff and
Western partners just want to seek to put themselves in a more advantaged position on
negotiations. And even so, Russia can expect an unequal but decent role in relations with
the West. Some elite groups likely hope so even now. But it is obvious that the influential
part of Putin’s administration strongly believe that current order totally ruined national
interests of Russia, and it has to be changed.

Thus, Ukraine is only a location of conflict that goes far beyond the Ukrainian border.
Even if agreement to the Ukrainian case were reached, it would be only a break. This is
because Russia and its potential partners do not have sufficient instruments to change the
status quo in the near future.
