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RELIGION AND OPEN SOCIETY OF THE 21 CENTURY
(Translation In Extenso)

Socioloski pregled / Sociological Review is a journal that encourages various academic
narratives and provides authors with the opportunity to nurture the best scientific tradition
of sociological, as well as multidisciplinary, considerations of today’s most topical issues.
In this light, today, in the 21st century, we witness the fact that religion is not ‘defeated’
and has not lost its place either in people’s private lives or in public society (Suboti¢, 2019).
Contemporary society ‘encourages’ an accelerated process of modernization that is reflect-
ed in all social elements. Social changes conditioned by modernization are recognized as
factors that encourage the process of ‘secularization of consciousness.

By embracing the concept of ‘open society, modern states recognize religious diversity,
but see secularization as their potential, which indicates that religion is a complex social
phenomenon that manifests itself in all its segments. As such, it clearly emphasizes the
need for a multidisciplinary approach in the study of religiosity, combining insights from
sociology, political science, anthropology and other disciplines to enable a more compre-
hensive understanding of the phenomenon of religion in today’s world. This was the main
reason why this topic was broadly defined under the name “Religion and Open Society
of the 21st Century”. This thematic issue consists of 6 authentic scientific contributions
dealing with deep and complex topics of religiosity in contemporary society. In this issue,
we have collected papers that uniquely illuminate different dimensions of religiosity, its
interactions with social, political and personal identities, as well as methodological chal-
lenges in religiosity research.

This issue opens with Vladimir Bakra¢’s paper entitled “Aspects of institutional religi-
osity and/or (non-)credibility of European Social Survey in Montenegro’, which investigates
the connection between religiosity and political orientations in Montenegro, analyzing how
religious beliefs intertwine with political attitudes and preferences. Utilizing data from the
European Social Survey (ESS) from 2018/2019 and 2020/2021, the author tests the hypothesis
that currently there is stabilization of the religious structure in Montenegro and a discrep-
ancy between religious and confessional declarations and religious customs, while also
indicating a link between dimensions of religiosity and ‘right-wing’ political orientations.
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Snezana Popic’s paper entitled “The Sustainability of Ethno-Religious Identity as the
Dominant Form of Collective Identification in Kosovo and Metohija” deals with considera-
tions of the sustainability of the concept of ethno-religious identity in defining the structure
of collective identifications in Kosovo and Metohija. It is sociologically important to track
whether and to what extent politically relevant identities are defined by ethno-religious
markers (both original and new), similarities, and differences.

The third paper in this volume, under the title “Contemporary Considerations of the
Relationship between Science and Religion’, examines several possible relationships between
science and religion: conflict, independence, dialogue, and integration. The authors Puri¢
and Nurki¢ challenge the notion that science and religion are independent and ‘operate’ on
different grounds, demonstrating that similar problems exist even in cases of dialogue and
integration. They emphasize that beliefs formed at an early age are difficult to correct, and
dialogue rarely changes deeply rooted beliefs, often even provoking conflicts.

The article by Matthew Pulis, Ljiljana Cumura and Luke J. Buhagiar entitled “Prayer,
Civic Engagement, and Culture: Comparative Study of Serbia and Malta” deals with the
depiction of contemporary society characterized by pluralism, which indicates differences
in values and practices. In this paper, they analyze the relationship between socio-demo-
graphic variables and the type of prayer practised by people, as well as civic activism in
Serbia (Balkans) and Malta (South Europe). They find that all types of prayers significantly
correlate with civic activism in both countries, and the frequency of different types of prayers
correlates with specific types of prayer and civic activism. This work provides insights into
the complexity and dynamism of religious identities in today’s world.

The paper by Todorovi¢, Pordevi¢, and Kuburi¢, entitled “Religious Education in
Serbian Schools from 1990 to the Present (reasons for introduction, current situation, and
perspectives)”, addresses the process of introducing religious education into the educational
system of Serbia, as well as its representation. In this paper, the authors offer their proposal
for improving religious education in Serbia, based on a critical analysis of teaching aids,
the status of religious teachers in the educational system, as well as an overview of current
debates among experts regarding the place and benefits of a strictly confessional model of
religious teaching in the school system.

This issue concludes with the paper entitled “The Application of Artificial Intelligence
in the Context of the Educational System in Serbia, with a Special Focus on Religious
Education,” which addresses phenomena present in today’s educational system that indicate
the increasing influence of artificial intelligence (AI) in contemporary society, impacting
the transformation of educational practices. The authors Tomi¢ and Radovanovi¢ provide
an analysis of the positive and negative aspects of integrating Al into education, with a
specific focus on Religious Education.

In summary, the papers presented in this edition collectively provide a complex pic-
ture of religiosity in contemporary society, exploring its various dimensions through the
lens of confessional differences, political affiliations, educational policies, methodological
challenges, and social changes. The significance of this thematic issue lies not only in its
academic contribution but also in its opening the space for further discussion and reflection
on the role of religiosity in the modern world, the challenges encountered by researchers
in this field, including potential pathways for future research. Additionally, this thematic
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issue calls for critical reflection on the role of religion in social life and the manner in which
religious institutions and practices can transform to meet the needs of modern society.

Finally, as the editor of this thematic issue, I am grateful to all the authors who have
contributed their articles, to the reviewers for their valuable insights, and of course, the
editor of the Sociological Review, Snezana Stojsin, as well as the entire editorial team, for
their wonderful collaboration and contribution in the preparation of this topic.
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
