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Summary

This work is a research of a positive impact of artwork on child development, focusing primarily on
cognitive and social development. After defining what is work of art in context of preschool and school education,
this paper deals with those aspects of artwork that most contribute to child development. Intention is to show
how incorporating artwork in process of learning, results in children thinking in more diverse and creative
way, making them approachable for new artistic, scientific and technology innovations. Close observation of
artwork and active participation of children in discussion of artwork have positive effects on social development.
Learning by using artwork represents a great introduction in broader spectre of themes and contents, because
children can be engaged in thinking and getting acquainted with formal characteristics of artwork as well
as dealing with all others aspects of work of art. In addition, an important role in process of understanding
the artwork represents relation between artwork and individual experience of a child. Analysing the relevant
bibliography that are covering research of positive effects of using artwork in process of learning, not only in
visual art but in many other artistic and scientific fields of education. It can be concluded that the works of
art can be used widely in promoting various innovative educational approaches in schools and kindergartens.
