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Abstract: In our scientific and professional literature, there are few works that deal
with the subject of ecotourism as it does not fall within the priority types of tourism
covered by the Tourism Development Strategy of the Republic of Serbia. The recent
development of ecotourism related to the territory of protected natural areas, not the
entire area of a municipality. The aim of this paper is to analyze the possibilities for the
development of ecotourism and to make concrete proposals that can be implemented in
accordance with the natural, economic, technical and other possibilities that municipali-
ty of Prijepolje owns. We analyzed the current situation of destinations and defined
strategies for achieving the desired proposes.
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Introduction

The municipality of Prijepolje is located in the southwestern part of
Serbia, in the area of the Middle Polimlje. It belongs to Zlatibor region with an
area of 827 km?, and takes second place by area in the district. In the context of
ecotourism development protected natural areas have the great significance, like
nature park “Klisura reke MileSevke”, natural monument “Slapovi Sopotnice”,
Kamena gora and natural rarities Pine tree in Kamena Gora and black pine tree in
the village of Hisardzik. There is a proposal to proclaim Ozren-Jadovnik for the
good of great importance (“Typuctuuka opranusaiuja [pujenossa”, 2014). So-
potnica flows through limestone terrain, a great attraction is precipitated calcium
carbonate popularly known as siga. Hall and Day (2011) spoke about the signi-
ficance of surface water in karst relief for recreation and tourism. They point out
that the river is the primary focus of ecotourism in the karst area as they provide
availability and represent a resource for transportation, entertainment and educa-
tion. It’s spoken about geotourism as a potential type of tourism in Serbia and it’s

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closely related to ecotourism (Glavonji¢, Milijasevi¢ & Pani¢, 2010). It is based
on the geological heritage, which, like ecotourism, emphasizes educational func-
tion and emphasis on environmental protection (Farsan, Coelho & Costa, 2014).
Fruska Gora and most important timber profiles in Vojvodina have the potential
to become future geotourist destinations (Hose, Markovi¢, Komac & Zorn,
2011), but Prijepolje has the same potential too due to the specific geological
structure of the ground in the valley of the Sopotnica river. Some of the issues
addressed in this paper were highlighted by XXuskosuh and MusskoBuh (2012),
noting that besides the implementation of the prescribed measures and proce-
dures for the protection of natural resources, intensive presentations is required,
so scientific, educational and tourist values are available to visitors with different
needs. There was a lot of controversy over whether ecotourism contributes to the
conservation of endangered species and habitats, or is it just a marketing gim-
mick of tourism industry? (Kruger, 2005). The author states that the protection of
charismatic species of flora and fauna and the involvement of the local communi-
ty are important prerequisites for sustainability of ecotourism. There is a big dif-
ference between theory and practice of ecotourism which Ross and Wall (1999)
emphasize also. They point out that ecotourism should be considered at a higher
level in relation to tourism in natural areas and ensure that the purposes of tour-
ism development does not interfere with the the ones of protecting natural areas
and biodiversity. Achieving the complementary development of rural tourism
and ecotourism should be one of the future action plans in Prijepolje municipali-
ty. Dragulanescu and Drutu (2012) point out the contribution of tourism to local
development and the importance of rural tourism in solving many problems: pol-
icy planning, rural-urban balance, social changes that allow the townsfolk to find
their roots, cultural values and to devote their free time to rest and relaxation.

In this work will be given integral basis for the development of eco-
tourism in the municipality of Prijepolje with a view to the principles of opera-
tion which are based on strengthening the advantages and exploiting the oppor-
tunities, as well as to eliminate the weaknesses and preventive action in relation
to identified threats. These data were obtained by analyzing the statistical data,
plans and strategies, books, university magazines, searching Internet sources
and numerous private studies.

The forces for the development of ecotourism in Prijepolje

Prijepolje has a favorable geographical position at the junction of
roads and railways that lead to Montenegro, and in the future it will get greater
significance thanks to construction of South Adriatic motorway (Corridor XI).

For the development of ecotourism the most important are slightly
degraded natural resources: a dynamic mountain relief (Zlatar, Jadovnik, Ka-
mena gora), stimulating and sedating climate (Kamena gora - air spa), water-
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rich river (Lim), MileSevka Canyon, Sopotnica waterfalls, diverse flora and
wildlife. Flora and fauna can be valorized in several ways: they have aesthetic
significance and convenient effect on the psyche of visitors; endemics and rel-
ics are very attractive, especially to nature lovers; it’s used in the diet; it’s the
basis for an active vacation, recreation and rural tourism; it’s connected to the
folk customs, legends and beliefs; they are used like object of artistic expres-
sion in painting and sculpture (TomyzoBuh u Ocrtojuh, 2005).

Anthropogenic potentials can be complementary offer in ecotourism.
In the municipality of Prijepolje there are monasteries (MileSeva, Kumanica,
Davidovica), churches, medieval castles (MileSevac, Kovin), mosques (Ibrahim
Pasa Mosque, Velika Mosque), Clock Tower, museums, monuments, events.

Prijepolje is an area where cultures of many civilizations intertwined
for centuries (Roman, Christian, Islamic). The witnesses are monuments from the
Roman period (Kolovrat); Nemanji¢i period (MileSeva monastery, Davidovica
and Kumanica monasteries, Medieval town MileSevac); period of the Ottoman
Empire (Ibrahim Pasa Mosque, Mahmut Bey Mosque, Clock Tower, beys' hous-
es); but the period of Austro-Hungarian Empire (Catholic Church). One of the
more recent monuments, which shows the multiculturalism of the region, is a
sculpture made of granite in front of the City Museum "Mother Ruzica with her
sons Luka and Alija," made by the sculptor Goran Cpajak.

Weaknesses in the development of ecotourism in Prijepolje

Depopulation and expressed migration are the main problem in the
municipality. According to the 2012. census, the municipality of Prijepolje had
36.713 inhabitants. The results of the last census indicate that there has been a
significant drop in the number of inhabitants for 10.87%, compared to the pre-
vious year census (Ctpateruja ogp>xusor passoja, 2010).

This population decline occurred in the 90s. The main reasons for
this are economic, but also many others, such as a simple job offer, impos-
sibility of obtaining higher education, political reasons, close to the border,
a small chance to meet the cultural needs and similar. From 1971. to 1981.
emigration was expressed in rural areas, because most people emigrated to
the city and some suburbs. A significant decline in the birth rate in rural
areas is recorded in the period of 1981-1991., Because of the migrations of
young and working age inhabitants, in the villages remains largely old age
population. In urban and suburban areas there is a demographic expansion.
In the period of 1991-2002. emigration is expressed, the decline in fertility
and increase mortality, and the population began to emigrate to the city.
Most rural settlements was characterized by depopulation. In order to stop
this tendency, it is necessary to find some additional interest for rural popu-
lation, complementary to agriculture, to retained young people in the coun-
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tryside (hupkosuh, 2007). One of these sectors could be tourism, ecotour-
ism and its primarily complementary types like rural tourism.

The development of ecotourism in Prijepolje should be aligned
with current demographic trends. It is possible to organize ecoschools, as
well as classic ecotourism. CrojanoBuh and Manuh (2009) point out that
elderly households and local color, dialect and language, the authenticity of
Serbian villages and rural households, can be an attractive addition in this
tourist offer. Therefore, it is possible to include thematic ecotourism in the
tourist offer of the municipality:

—  Serbia which disappears (the old architecture, planning, way of life
and work in the countryside, traditional customs);

—  Healthy food;

—  Old crafts;

—  Ghost villages (abandoned and villages with no inhabitants).

The optimistic view regarding the age structure reveals that the old
population is bearer of tradition, customs, patriarchal morality and hospitali-
ty. Unemployment in border areas, particularly women and migrant popula-
tion, represent demographic reserve that can be included in offer of ecotour-
ism of their homeland.

Resorts in these areas are mainly in the stage of deep or deepest
demographic age or even extinguished. It can be a tourist attraction too.
Stationary tourism should be organized in databases with more vital popula-
tion and abandoned villages can be connected by trekking, cycling or riding
tours. Old people, especially the chroniclers of the city, should evoke
another time with their stories. In this way it reveals the full authenticity
and reaches a "time machine effect" (deseyuh u Bojkosuh, 2003).
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According to the 2002. census, 70% of the population are people
with primary and secondary education (15 years old and over). The largest
number of people is people with secondary education (41%) while the share
of the population with higher education and only 6%. In the municipality
there is no possibility for the training of personnel in the field of tourism.

Number of accommodation capacities in Prijepolje is not at an op-
timal level. The city has 757 beds in basic and complementary accommoda-
tion facilities. In ecotourism participates small number of tourists (25-30),
they want accommodation located within or around the perimeter of the
protected natural areas, small and modest facilities, designed to fit into the
local and cultural environment, constructed from environmentally risk-free
material and whose functioning based on renewable energy sources
(JoBuumh, 2010). In Prijepolje ecoresort should be built with a good plan
and organization. Number of ecoresort must be controlled in order to pre-
vent accumulation and repetition as well as mass tourism.

According to the 2002 census, the total length of roads in the munici-
pality of Prijepolje is 484 km, of which 23.97% are highways (M21, MS),
5.37% are regional roads and 70.66% are local roads. Condition of highways is
good in full length, while the regional roads need pave section of about 10 km,
which leads to Sjenica and Novi Pazar. The state of local roads is very poor due
to many years of neglect and in any case does not meet the standards. The total
length of railways in the municipality is 41.5 km and it’s electrified the whole
length (Ctpareruja onpxuBor pa3soja, 2010).

For a long period of time the economy of Prijepolje records stag-
nation in the development, which is a consequence of economic develop-
ments at the national level, but in other municipalities and the Zlatibor Dis-
trict. Gross national income per capita in the municipality in 2005. was
38.98% and was significantly lower than the level in the district and Serbia.
The structure of GDP by sectors shows that the leading positions are occu-
pied by agriculture, hunting, forestry and water management. Due to the
transition and privatization process, unused capacities and outdated tech-
nology, production and possibilities of export has dropped sharply. The
number of unemployed increased. Since 2000, the municipality of Prijepolje
gets status of devastated area in the category of least developed municipali-
ties. Due to the lack of financial and human resources, the business climate
in the municipality of Prijepolje is still unfavorable. The great number of
companies was privatized, a good part of them became bankrupt or is in
process of bankrupt or liquidation (Ctpateruja oxpsxkusor passoja, 2010).
Survival of the municipality cannot be based only on the development of
tourism, especially ecotourism, since it brings small economic benefits for
the local community, but it is important for the protection of natural re-
sources. Development should be based on diversification of activities.
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By analyzing the state of the environment, it should be noted that
the municipality has no official statistics to determine the condition and the
degree of vulnerability of the environment, nor has a service that would ex-
clusively deal with these issues. For this reason, the environmental situation
is not satisfactory. Manufacturing is a serious problem for the environment.
Public Utility Company “Lim‘ confirmed that the water quality is satisfac-
tory except in cases of higher rainfall, when water gets turbid. Landfill
“Stanjevine* is located on the bank of the river Lim. Leachate landfill water
directly flows into the river, landfill gas causes frequent fires and pollutants
get into the atmosphere. The capacity of this landfill is filled and still unre-
solved issue of building a regional landfill "Banjica" for the municipalities
of Prijepolje, Priboj, Nova Varo§ and Sjenica. A plenty of illegal dumps
throughout the territory of the municipality, especially in rural areas, are
proof of awareness towards preserving the environment, and it is necessary
to take certain measures (education of the rural population, promotional
campaigns, purchase of vessels for waste disposal, waste collection events,
etc.). The wastewater treatment water does not exist, and in the villages the
water is directly taken to the surrounding waterways or improvised septic
tanks (Ctpareruja onpxusor pa3soja, 2010).

Hydropower potential of Lim river is not used enough. There are a
number of investors interested in investing in the construction of mini hydro
power plants, and one of them is a Canadian company REV. From 317 poten-
tial sites for the construction on the territory of the Republic of Serbia, 20 of
them are located in the municipality of Prijepolje. In early 2013, it began a con-
struction of three mini hydroelectric power plants on the Bistrica River, a tribu-
tary of Lim. Prijepolje has great potential for biomass production, and currently
there are initiatives for the testing of wind energy as well as the possibility of
building a windmill (“Omnmmruna [Mpujenosse’, 2014a).

Promotion is one of the weak points of ecotourism development. On
this point Tourist Organisation of Prijepolje should do more in cooperation
with numerous organizations. Annually Tourist Organisation participates in
international fairs in Belgrade and Novi Sad. These are one-day and two-day
excursions, and they are presented along with the rural, religious, health, sports,
adventure tourism and homemade. Over 30 non-governmental organizations
operate in different sectors, including tourism. It is necessary to build a tourist
information center in the city center, in order to provide information for local
and foreign tourists as well as citizens of the municipality where they can get
other information and tourism services, beside introduction with all the events
(souvenirs, publications about the city and its surroundings, promotional ma-
terial, presentation of tourist potentials).
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Opportunities for development of ecotourism in Prijepolje

In ecotourism qualified staff is concentrated in the area of organiza-
tion and tour guide services. His presence is not necessary in the tourist town
because it can recruit from central settlements, while in other product segments
the local population is hired, which replaces catering workers, hoteliers and
information services. The role of the local population is to educate themselves
on the basic elements of communication, providing services and ecological be-
havior, but also to retain its authenticity and local behavior. Higher education
enables easier communication because it includes literacy and basic knowledge
of at least one foreign language. Educated population accept the importance
and benefits of involvement in ecotourism easier. Because the reality is unedu-
cated population, one solution is education in connection with sanitary and hy-
giene standards, environmental behavior, values in ecotourism ([leBenuh,
Bojkosuh, 2003). Education of tourists about environmentally responsible be-
havior is very important too (Lee, 2013).

Any form of planning programs and projects in the use of natural
resources, must be supported by evaluation of feasibility and cost-
effectiveness of the program of its kind, creating adequate technical and in-
vestment documentation and respect standards. In addition to improving eco-
tourism, these projects would contribute to the development of other branches
of tourism, such as camping, hunting tourism (Table 1). For the realization of
projects possible sources of funding are identified budgetary resources for
capital investments, funds from the budget of the Republic of Serbia, Devel-
opment Fund of the Republic of Serbia, a number of EU funds, funds to sup-
port cross-border cooperation projects, funds from donor / international funds
(grants from Norway, Switzerland, USAID, PROGRESS), public-private
partnerships (Ctpateruja oapxusor pa3soja, 2010). The main environmental
benefits of ecotourism refers to the creation of such funds, such is charging
for tickets, which can be directly invested in preserving the original character
of natural habitats. Tourism revenues are one of the main sources of income
of protected natural areas, including covering the costs of enlargement and
improvement of the quality of these goods (JoBmumh, 2010).

In promotion, besides Tourist Organisation of Prijepolje, a major role
could have numerous associations and NGOs. One of them is “Jadovnik-oasis
of untouched nature* association, as well as Tourist guides of Prijepolje, young
enthusiasts with the project "Prijepolje that I LEAD".

The impact of EU enlargement has contributed to the expansion and
diversification program to help states entering the EU accession process. Nu-
merous objectives are realized through cross-border cooperation projects, some
of them promotes sustainable economic and social development in border
areas, local economic development and environmental protection. Examples of
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Serbia's cooperation projects with its neighbors are the most common in the
field of rural development and ecotourism (CrojanoBuh, Manuh, 2009). “Sus-
tainable tourism for equal opportunities* (STEK) is a project that aims streng-
then of cross-border cooperation between tourism destination and product de-
velopment, which will result in increasing the competitiveness of the region.
The project includes the municipality of Prijepolje and Berane, and the donor is

the EU (“Ommruna [Mpujenomse’, 2014b).

Threats to the development of ecotourism in Prijepolje

One of the biggest threats to the development of ecotourism is the de-
velopment of the economy. Industrial zone Suvodo 2 (known as the Kolovrat)
is located on the road to Montenegro between M21 motorway and railway
freight. Sixteen potential investors have expressed interest in commercial prop-
erty in this area (Ctpateruja oapxkuBor paspoja, 2010). The economic devel-
opment of a municipality cannot be viewed only through the prism of tourism.
You must take into account the fact that the development of the economy con-
trary to the fundamental principles of ecotourism, as it is a journey in a rela-
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tively preserved natural areas, promoting the importance of preserving them
and causing minimal negative impact on the environment.

Major role in the breakthrough of a destination on the tourist mar-
ket has competition in the environment. If the two destinations have similar
tourism offer the main motive for selecting the destination is the price.
When the prices are however approximate, destination choice is dictated by
the variety and quality of supply. Transport links also has great signific-
ance. Zlatibor is the main competitor destination in the region and most vi-
sited mountain of winter tourism in Serbia. Zlatibor has polyfunctional cha-
racter, although the most developed is tourist function. Crucial for the de-
velopment of tourism in Zlatibor is his position on the transit route, which
enabled a large and diverse tourist traffic demand (eseyuh, 2005). Prije-
polje is located on the same transit route, but the main problem is its peri-
pheral position. Tourists, especially those of high purchasing power, come
on Zlatibor, where they can satisfy their needs at the highest level, there is a
sufficient number of attractive facilities within the town and its immediate
surroundings, it is closer to the center of major tourist centers in Serbia. In a
cluster of Southwest Serbia, only Zlatibor chested for its place on the tourist
market, while Prijepolje has to achieve such status. Today the association of
Zlatibor and Prijepolje applies only for day trips organized by Tourist Or-
ganisation of Zlatibor, which consist of visiting the city center, MileSeva
monastery and a tour of Kamena gora.

The negative socio-cultural effects are especially expressed in un-
developed and underdeveloped areas, where the intense development of
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tourism is achieving a noticeable increase in the overall economy of the
area in a short period of time. Uncontrolled tourism development leads to
enormous cultural saturation of the area, extensive traffic irritates the local
population, tourists are increasingly interested in economic value of authen-
tic local cultural heritage and turning to her commercialized forms. Changes
in local socio-cultural circumstances are more pronounced, if tourism de-
velopment largely encouraged and directed by investors and businesses that
do not originate from the local community. Tourist activation of certain area
leads to an increase in the price of land, property, and even consumer
goods. Also, tourism development requires additional engagement of the
workforce in a full season, which carries the risk of the introduction of the
"gray economy", and other illegal activities (Josuuuh, 2011).

Small carrying capacity of destinations is one of the most pressing
problems. In some parts of the world state governments have attempted to
improve and transform existing tourist destinations in ecodestinations, which
is often accompanied by negative socio-ecological consequences. Govern-
ments are, for the most part, responsible for planning, policy of tourism de-
velopment, zoning destinations and other activities related to ecotourism and
harmonization of transport visitors to the protection of the environment
(JoBuumh, 2010). The most important thing is that the development of eco-
tourism does not violate the current balance and an increased number of tour-
ists, even if it were ecotourists. It is necessary to establish indicators for sus-
tainable ecotourism for this destination according to previous research.

Although ecotourism falls into one of the fastest growing sectors of
tourism (Olafsdottir, 2013), tourism development strategies of Prijepolje does
not excist, nor plan of ecotourism development. Some of the steps proposed by
JoBuuuh (2010) should be taken in order to develop ecotourism rested on a sus-
tainable basis, so Prijepolje attained the status of ecotourism destinations are:

— Provide adequate budgets at the national, regional and local levels,
from which activities of protecting and promoting ecotourism desti-
nation will be finance (fees, taxes, providing services for tourists);

—  Travel companies must participate in financing the construction and
maintenance of infrastructure facilities used by tourists and locals;

—  Environmental impact assessment;

—  The operation of all facilities/companies that provide services to tour-
ists must be subjected to constant monitoring and control;

— Adoption of regulations for using of public spaces;

—  Develop training programs of the local population, in order to be ac-
quainted with what the risks and benefits of ecotourism;

—  The development of ecotourism may not lead to an enormous growth
in property prices in the respective destinations.
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Conclusion

Based on the research integral analysis of strengths, weaknesses,
threats and opportunities for the development of ecotourism in Prijepolje
gives concrete proposals and solutions and in a longer or shorter period of
time may give the expected results. The municipality of Prijepolje has great
potential for ecotourism development thanks to its natural and anthropogenic
values. Therefore, it is important to identify those values, protect them and
with adequate promotion and tourism offer meaningful value on the tourist
market. It also has adequate economic, technical, organizational and other
features that can be used as a starting point, which would later be adapted in
depending on the demands of the tourism market. It is important from the
begginig to set up tourism development on a sustainable basis and adapt it to
the carrier capacity destination. So far, ecotourism was not one of the priority
types of tourism in the municipality, nor there is an adequate plan for the de-
velopment. Almost 40 years nothing has been done the goods under the pro-
tection have not only conservation and scientific significance, but also a
broader social and cultural impact, although it is known educational impor-
tance of ecotourism and that he, in his own way, can bring a love of nature
and understanding the importance of protecting the environment and people
with lower educational levels. The development of tourism municipalities
faced numerous problems, many of which still exist today. Specific solutions
for each of them are proposed in accordance with the objectives of develop-
ment. Some of them can be solved at the local level, such as poor transport
and utility infrastructure and material base, plan the treatment and disposal of
waste water, wild and small landfills.

However, there are problems that cannot be solved without the help
of the state and which are not an isolated case, typical for this border munici-
palities: depopulation, migration of young people, the lack of qualified per-
sonnel, poor financial situation. It's very important the cooperation of appro-
priate institutions at local, regional and national level to repair this state and
enable young people to stay in the city. Another form of cooperation is the
promotion where tourism organizations at all levels should be involved in
promoting the potential of Prijepolje: Tourist Organisation of Serbia, Western
Regional Tourism Organisation of Serbia, Tourist Organisation of Prijepolje.
Prijepolje should achieve and regional cooperation with neighboring munici-
palities in terms of the formation of complementary offers, so tourists who
visit Prijepolje can go for a day trip to Nova Varo§ and Priboj. It is important
active involvement of Tourist Organisation of Prijepolje on the promotion of
ecotourism through various forms of manifestation, via the Internet, partici-
pation in tourism fairs, through printed advertising material, and above all the
very positive impressions of visitors as the "word of mouth" is most effective.
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The development of the municipality cannot be based only on tourism
development. Tourism in general, and particularly ecotourism should be addi-
tional activity, and the emphasis must be on diversification of activities. What
hinders the development of ecotourism is the lack of tourism development
strategy, disregard of environmental standards, small carrying capacity of des-
tinations, competition. It is important to protect the local population and its cul-
ture of negative socio-cultural effects of tourism because its development is
based on preserving the traditional values of local communities.

The paper gives specific suggestions for solving each of these prob-
lems and the correction of existing shortcomings through the active participa-
tion of all relevant institutions and individuals at the local and national levels,
as well as through the use of natural, anthropogenic, human, technical and oth-
er resources which the municipality owns.
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
