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PREVALENCE OF PEER BULLYNG RELATED

Summary

Bullyng represents one of the most significant security problems faced by
children and adolescents in countries with different levels of development. This
topic, especially occupied the attention of researchers from developed coun-
tries, who asked questions about the cultural, ethnic and national identity as a
factor of bullying victimization, due to the growing trend of migration.
